The victim of the crime was a student of the University.

Suspect/s and/or Vehicle/s Information:

A CSUSB Student was walking westbound on the sidewalk of Northpark Boulevard across from campus, when a male black
adult approached her. He grabbed onto her backpack and displayed a handgun. The suspect then demanded her
property. She gave him her backpack and cellphone. The victim was not physically harmed. The suspect then ran to the
rear of 1475 Northpark Boulevard (The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints).

Suspect #1: Male black adult, approximately 17-20 years old, wearing a gray sweatshirt and a blue bandanna over his face.
He was carrying a black handgun.

The crime occurred in the San Bernardino Police Department's jurisdiction and they are the primary agency handling the
investigation.
