Trump signs FY18 Defense Authorization Bill into Law

On December 13, 2017, President Donald Trump signed the annual de-
fense policy bill into law, officially establishing the 2018 military pay raise at 2.4
percent and setting the stage for increased Pentagon spending in the next upcom-
9 ing months. The 2.4 percent pay raise is the largest the military has received in
[ eight years. Initially the White House and Pentagon intended for a smaller
paycheck boost; however, the raise matches the expected growth in private-sector
wages for next year. According to the officials, the raise “translates into about a
$680 dollar annual boost from 2017 pay for younger enlisted ranks, and about

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According to the Air force Times, “while the authorization bill sets annual critical
benefits authorities for the force and outlines military spending priorities, defense
officials won’t be able to move ahead. The new purchases and program won’t start
until lawmakers sort out a fiscal 2018 appropriations measure.” The conversation
is currently underway with a deadline of Dec. 22 for a new budget measure. If a
deal hasn't been agreed upon by then, either for a short-term fix or a full-year ap-
propriations bill, funding authorities would lapse, causing a partial government
shutdown.
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First African-American Astronaut Honored on
50th Anniversary

America's first African-American astronaut, Air Force Maj. Robert Lawrence
Jr., finally received full honors Friday on the 50th anniversary of his death. Several
hundred people gathered at Kennedy Space Center to commemorate Maj. Robert
Lawrence, who would have most certainly flown to space had he not died in a plane
crash on Dec. 8, 1967. The crowd included NASA dignitaries, astronauts, fellow
Omega Psi Phi fraternity members, children and relatives of Robert Lawrence.

Lawrence was part of a classified military space program in the 1960s called
the Manned Orbiting Laboratory. The Manned Orbiting Laboratory was used to spy
on the Soviet Union. Lawrence died when his F-104 Starfighter crashed at Edwards
Air Force Base in California. He was only 32 years old.
