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The objectives and theme of the 7th International Conference on Education and
Social Justice (ICES]) aligned closely with the Doctor of Education Program’s
mission. The Ed.D. Program is designed to prepare educational leaders to be
reflexive scholar-practitioners who are committed to promoting equity, social
justice, and transformation. ICES] offered a variety of conference sessions focused
on various ways that learners and teachers can prepare for and engage with social
justice concerns.

Impact on how applied to current teaching: Based on my participation in ICES] I
have incorporated (or will be incorporating) new topics, readings, and activities in
various courses. Some of these ideas were developed further after attending AERA
