Coyote Village Bedroom
[bookmark: _GoBack]Tour starts in the center of the bedroom facing the door. This bedroom is a double, designed to accommodate two students. Against the wall to the right there is a desk and chair, side table, and bed #1; bed #1 has four storage drawers under it (two columns of two drawers). Rotating to the right 90 degrees, there is a wall with a rectangular window and the length of bed #2 with four storage drawers underneath it. The two beds are perpendicular to each other and bed #2 is set back a few feet from bed #1. Shifting to the right again on the next wall is the head of bed #2, a desk and chair and two wardrobes. Inside the wardrobe is an area to hang clothes, two shelves, and four drawers. Each wardrobe has two doors that pull to open and close, the interior of one door has a mirror hanging from it. The wardrobes do not go to the ceiling; there is room for storage on top of them. The flooring is carpeted. On the ceiling there is one round light, a smoke detector, fire sprinkler, and fire alarm.
