Approval of minutes for September for October 24, 2011 – approved a amended.
1. Academic Personnel – Risa Dickson, Laurel Lilienthal and Luisa Hawkins presented a PowerPoint presentation of online access to SOTEs.  Dr. Dickson then discussed the California Education Code and issues related to academic personnel.  A discussion followed.
2. Announcements by Chairs - None 
3. Announcements from Administration - The dean discussed an incident reported to campus police of a loud noise that sounded like gun shots or an explosion in Jack Brown Hall.  As the dean understands, the SOP for gun shots is to have students remain in the classroom.  However, if there was an explosion, there might be a fire, and the SOP would be to have students evacuate the building.  He noted that there might be a very short time frame to make the discussion of staying in or evacuating a classroom, and that the decision might have to be made before official notification from campus police was received. A discussion followed.

4. Targets – The dean discussed revised winter and spring targets.  Reduction of targets will be taken by a FTES proportional percentage across all departments.

5. Summer Funds – The dean proposed two funding outcomes for the distribution of summer funds.  Discussion will continue next meeting.
