(Critical
Literacies)

o Develop the ability to understand global contexts so they are prepared to contribute to an
ever changing and pluralistic world. (Global Perspective)

e Become aware of connections and differences across disciplines and learning experiences
in order to frame and address ideas and questions they encounter in their lives.
(Integrative Learning)

e Recognize that they are ethically responsible for the impact that their ideas, decisions,
and actions have upon their lives, and on local and global communities. (Ethical
Responsibility)

e Explore and understand multiple perspectives in order to collaborate and communicate
effectively with diverse people across a variety of contexts and cultures. (Collaboration)
