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What is a Student Success Fee?
A “Student Success Fee” is the name given to a type of campus-based, campus-driven, campus-controlled fee designed to enhance the quality of academic programs and the experience of students on a specific campus. 

Due to local control, no “Student Success Fee” is identical to any other. Each reflects the priorities of the campus where it is adopted.

A Student Success Fee is not Tuition
All fees are governed by policy, with every effort made to keep student costs to a minimum.

Most students are familiar with tuition fees, which are fees that combine with state support to cover the bulk of CSU operating costs. These fees are set at the system level.

Students also pay a variety of campus-based fees. These fees go into four broad areas: fees required to enroll or attend a campus; fees associated with particular courses; fees for materials, services or use of campus facilities; and fees for self-supported activities (e.g. parking).

A Student Success Fee is in the category of materials, services or use of campus facilities. It exists to enhance academic programs, improve the availability of courses and facilitate student progress toward degree completion. Revenue from this fee go towards the following four priorities:

· Advising and Retention
· Student Development
· Expanded Technologies
· Career Services
